DIRECTIONS FOR USE 

ALUSPRAY® 
Micronised aluminium spray for protection & fast healing

Shake well before use. A superficial application onto
wounds once or twice daily, to produce a fine coating 
of the powder. For optimal use, wounds should be 
cleaned, disinfected and sutured if necessary before 
the application of ALUSPRAY.

210 ml aerosol containing aluminium powder, 
micronised, 4% w/w, liquid paraffin, 12% w/w and 
liquified petroleumgas, 84% w/w (as propellant gas).

Store below 30°C, protect from direct sunlight and do 
not expose to temperatures exceeding 50°C
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
